The Carolyn Rock Scholarship

This scholarship is established by the family of Carolyn Rock.  Carolyn taught Home Economics at Benton High School for 22 years.  This scholarship is to honor her.

Eligibility:  This scholarship shall be awarded to a high school senior who is pursuing a vocation through the enrollment of a college or vocational school.

Letters of Reference:  Each applicant must have two letters of recommendation.  These may be from school personnel. 

Committee for Selection:  The committee for selection shall be composed of two school board members and two faculty members.  (Recommendations are encouraged from personnel not on the selection committee)

Presentation:  The announcement of the scholarship recipient will be made on awards night.  

The scholarship money will be paid to the recipient at the beginning of their second semester at the school of their choice.  You must have at least a 2.0 GPA in order to receive this scholarship.  A copy of your grades must be shown to school personnel.

Plaque:  A plaque, donated by the family, will have the name of the recipient engraved on it each year.  The plaque will hang in the High School corridor.

Publicity:  A picture and name of the winner of the Carolyn Rock Scholarship will be in the local newspaper each year.
